The Need

Research conducted by Barna Research Group surveyed 2,632 adults and

asked the question: “At what age did you become a Christian?”
The results reveal an important truth:

+ 43% accepted Christ before the age of 13
+ 21% accepted Christ between ages 13-17
% 13% accepted Christ between ages 18-21

% 23% accepted Christ after age 21

This means 64% of believers came to Christ before the age of 17.

These statistics highlight the critical importance of teaching children the
Word of God at a young age. Sunday School plays a vital role in shaping

faith during these formative years.

This curriculum is being prepared with the help of Bharat Sunday School
materials, adapted and translated for Telugu-speaking children. The translation
work has already begun and is progressing quarter by quarter, with the goal of

completing the entire curriculum within 5-6 months.
